DOWNTOWN DRIVING

She/ He will be able to show correct lane positioning and tracking. Student will be able to show their understanding of all traffic rules and regulations. Student will be able to maneuver in areas of heavy traffic flow, moving from one ways to two ways. Sfudent will be able to use all instrumentation while driving using good visual search patterns.

A task which needs to be developed for city driving consist of the skills of managing Time, Visibility and Space. Special problems for the young driver consist of “Where to look “ and “What to Look” for. Pedestrians,buses,double parked vehicles, potholes,bicycles, handicapped people, visually impaired people, crosswalks, lights, etc.

NEVER ASSUME THAT A PEDESTRIAN WILL SEE YOU OR EVEN CARE IF THEY DO. Pedestrians ALWAYS have the right of way.

Approaching intersections- Use maximum care and reduce your visual search pattern down to approximately 3 seconds. Keep your eyes moving. Be especially aware of cars pulling out from parking spaces.

REDUCE SPEED-BE A DEFENSIVE DRIVER
	TIPS FOR NEW DRIVERS: Never Speed up to make a changing light, if you are at the “point of no return” cover your brake and coast through the intersection. Never Speed Up to Make the Light!


HOMEWORK: Read pages 176-185

Manage visibility Scan- 1 to 2 blocks ahead, Keep your lights on at all times, Check your mirrors all the time, Signal well ahead of maneuver, Keep alert to taillights, Be on the constant alert for pedestrians.

Manage Time- reduce speed, be ready to stop, cover your brake in close traffic patterns, give yourself extra time

Manage Space- Back off following, Give the car in front of you time to move. Keep safety zone between your car and parked cars, Avoid traveling in one’s blind spot, Keep as much space as you can from cars in the approaching lane. Before entering an intersection, make sure you can get through it.
