SKILLS FOR MANAGING VISIBILITY

Search 1-2 blocks or 20 to 30 seconds ahead and from side to side. Do Not focus on specific objects or vehicles.

Keep your low beam lights on to improve your chances of being detected.

Get in the habit of using your rear-view mirror and side mirrors.

Signal your intentions well ahead of time.

SKILLS FOR MANAGING TIME

Drive at a moderate speed.

Use the SIPDE System

Dense traffic makes people nervous and impatient. Leave yourself an out.

Be a defensive driver by covering your brake in situations you are not comfortable.

Driving Comments for Parents:

SKILLS FOR MANAGING SPACE

Never follow less than 2 seconds in city driving

Stop 10-20 feet behind the vehicle in front of you and than move up to reduce collisions and tailgating.

Keep a wide margin between your vehicle and parked vehicles

Never drive in someone’s blind spot

Keep a safety cushion around your car. Within your lane and oncoming traffic

	TIPS FOR NEW DRIVERS: There are Problem behaviors that you need to be aware of. Drivers taking their eyes off the road, Drivers from out-of-town, Cell phone users, Drivers smoking, eating or reading. Drivers who signal late or not at all, Tailgaters, Confused “older” drivers, and Real confused “younger” drivers.
